Exaltation of the Holy Cross  
This feast celebrates the cross, 
once an instrument of humiliating 
death, now a symbol of victory over 
death and sin.  Also known as the 
Triumph of the Cross, it commemo-
rates the dedication in 335 of the 
Basilica of the Resurrection which 
housed the relic of the true cross 

and had been built by Constantine over the site of 
Christôs empty tomb. 
The titles of this feast and its readings offer complex 
and intertwined images of the word, ñexalted,ò or its 
synonym, ñlifted upò:  The cross that lifted people up 
to death is now exalted in triumph for what has been 
accomplished through its instrumentation.  The ser-
aph serpent, sent as punishment to the people of the 
Exodus, is lifted up in image to heal its own deadly 
sting. 
Christ, humbly lifted up on the cross, heals us 
from the deadly sting of sin and, through this, is 
lifted up by God into the highest exaltation.

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ANNIVERSARY REFLECTION ð 25 YEARS AS PASTOR OF ST. MICHAELõS 
 
Where do you start?   
 
You know, 25 years is a long time.  I could talk about the state of the Parish when I 
arrived and how hospitable Jenny Wolters was when she heard I was coming here.  I 
could talk about the C.C.E. and the growth of ministries ... young adult and adult, or 
how RENEW blessed our Parish, and the list goes on.  Our past is so wonderful be-
cause you can see the wisdom of the Holy Spirit at work here.  We are all Church, we 
all have our part ... and weõre in this together, each trying to do whatever we can to 
strengthen His Churché.His presence in our world.  We must never forget that ... 
Christ defined how He wants to be present in our lives; itõs His plan not ours.  All we 
do is cooperate with His plan.  I believe St. Michaelõs has done precisely what Christ 
has called us to do.  And for that, we should all be proud.   
 
I know we have accomplished a lot, but resting there is not what a Living Church is 
all about because there are new challenges right now ... many that go directly 
against biblical values.  You know the Church is supposed to form society, and not so-
ciety the Church.

They are the disciples of 
the future.  They will keep Christõs Body alive and His Voice relevant.   
 
The older I get, the more I realize how important His message is for our culture.  A 
secular society cannot save itself because it is not objective.  And thatõs where the 
Church comes in.  No one in our time realized this better than John Paul II.  Thatõs 
why he spent so much time and energy with the youth of the world, and Benedict has 
followed suit.  This past Sunday after the 11:00 a.m. Mass something unique hap-
pened.  Three families lined up to get a blessing for their young person going off to 
college (that afternoon).  Thatõs the first time I was asked to pray during this first 
rite of sending.  The three young people were active in our Youth Ministry program 
and wanted Godõs blessing upon this important change in their life.  That event made 
me feel that weõre doing something right.  (Thanks Mike, Lisa, Kathy, Marsha and 
Sally...)  
 
The last 25 years have been a lot of work.  But the work has brought us hope ... and to 
me the future looks hopeful and bright.  The next 25 looks exciting ... Wish I had the 
years left to see it.
